RULES GOVERNING THE RESTRICTED DANCE COMPETITION

The competition is restricted to Bundaberg & District competitors who have not gained a FIRST or SECOND placing in ANY OPEN EISTEDDFOD in the particular section they are entering.  

1.
Teachers, parents and competitors will be honour bound to ensure their eligibility as protests may occur 


and we prefer for this situation not to arise.

2.
The Adjudicator's decision will  be final and no public protest or correspondence against such a decision


will be entered into.  Protests, otherwise, must be made in writing and handed to the Secretary within


30 minutes of the cause of the protest arising, accompanied by a fee of $10 which will be forfeited if the


protest is considered to be frivolous by the protest committee.

3.
The Committee reserves the right to cancel, combine or divide sections should the need arise and to


appoint a substitute adjudicator if necessary.

4.
Communication  with the Adjudicator, whether by competitor, teacher or any other interested party at any time during the competition will not be allowed.

5.
All competitors must report to the Director of Sessions prior to the commencement of their section to advise of their availability to perform and must dance in the order in which their name appears on the programme, except in extenuating circumstances when arrangements may be made with the Committee.

6.
There will be no rehearsing on stage during the Competition.

7.
Properties, such as sand, water, glass, lighted candles, powder or electrical props are not permitted on 


stage.  

8.
Tap shoes must be removed or covered at all times until a competitor is ready to enter the backstage

area to perform. Competitors are requested to please wear suitable covering over the costumes when not on or behind stage.

9.
This Competition is open to Amateur only being one whose principal source of income is not derived of his or her talent in the particular class for which they may be entered.  Studio principals or persons holding full dance teaching qualifications are not eligible to compete.

10.
Backstage marshals have the authority to remove unauthorised persons from the stage area. This rule will strictly enforced.  It is requested that props be placed on and off stage in the shortest possible time and removed from backstage area immediately after use.  

11.
The adjudicator and/or the committee reserves the right to disqualify a competitor whose music is deemed to be inappropriate (ie. unacceptable launguage)
